President’s Climate Action Fund

As signatories of the American College and University Presidents Climate Commitment, Warren Wilson has committed to reduce its greenhouse gas emissions 80% by 2020 and eventually, to become carbon neutral.  This formidable goal rests upon the shoulders of the entire campus community. 
Student engagement and innovation are key to our climate action work. To build upon the legacy of student champions through whose efforts we now have the Recycling Center, the EcoDorm, and the Cowpie Café, President Sandy Pfeiffer has established the President’s Climate Action Fund.  

Warren Wilson students are invited to submit a grant request for up to $400 to implement projects on campus that will contribute to a reduction in greenhouse gas emissions. These grants will be awarded until the Fund is expended.
FAQs

1. Proposals shall be no more than 500 words long and include the following components :

· Need/Condition:  Describe the greenhouse gas emissions output to be addressed. 

· Project Goal:  Describe how this project will create a lasting greenhouse gas emissions reduction? Indicate how it will help to accomplish the action items listed in the Climate Action Plan (www.warren-wilson.edu/~ELC/New_ELC_Website_/ClimateActionPlan.php)

· Resources: Present the total budget and the human resources needed.
· Activities:  Describe the steps you will take to implement the project and the timeline for project completion.

· Sustainability: Explain how this project will create long-term, positive impact on the environment, the economy and the community (social justice). 

· Community Education: Explain how you will educate the campus community about this project.
2. Each proposal must be accompanied by a letter of support from the faculty, staff, or volunteer you will engage in the work of the project.

3. The project must be completed within 10 months of the time the grant is awarded.  

4. The Environmental Leadership Center will manage the grant process. Grants should be submitted electronically to Margo Flood, mflood@warren-wilson.edu.

5. The Climate Action Team will review grant requests within 30 days of their receipt and provide input to the President, for his final decision.

6. Students are eligible for only one grant from the Fund.
7. A final report must be submitted one year after the grant is awarded describing the results of the project, along with, at a minimum, a 9” x 17” poster of the project and its impact to be displayed on the Climate Action bulletin board in Gladfelter. 
8. Students who receive grants in their senior year must complete their projects and submit their reports and their “posters” before commencement.

9. If the project is not initiated in the 10-month window, the grant will be forfeited.
